2. Ph.d student is required to choose 4 courses for the qualifying exam. The exam courses as following:

Ship Structure Analysis, Faigue Strenght Analysis, MARINE HYDRODYNAMICS , Ship Propulsion Theory, Principles of Combustion In Internal Combustion Engine,  Ocean Engineering, Fracture Mechanics, Computational Fluid Dynamics, 
Nonlinear System Analysis, Principles of Communication, Power Transmission Analysis, Advanced Engineering Mathematics, Underwater Acoustics , 
Product Life Cycle Management, Digital Signal Processing, 
Microsensor Principles and Applications, Theory of Thermal Fluids with Experiments, Image Processing Theory and Applications
3. Ph.D student should take at least two courses at first time application qualifying exam.

4. Ph.D student is required to finish qualifying exam in two academic years, and passes at least three courses about 70 scores. If someone flunks in chosen course, he can test once again.
